ARCHITECTURAL COMMITTEE RULES

(Including Landscaping Guidelines)

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Submittal

Application and plans (which will be kept on file with the Association) should be mailed to:

The following information should be included:

1. Application Form — A completed application form (copies of which can be obtained
from the management office). A blank form is attached as Exhibit A for your use. A
sample completed form is also attached (Exhibit B), to illustrate the type and detail of
information which should be included on your Request.

2. Plot Plan — A site plan showing dimensions and relation of the improvements to
existing dwelling and property lines (setbacks). Measurements must be written on the
plans. A sample Plot Plan is attached as Exhibit C, to show the type of information
and amount of detail the ARC will need to review your submittal.

3. Elevation Plans — Plans showing finished appearance of addition in relation to
existing dwelling (where applicable). An accompanying photograph of the proposed
locations would be helpful.

4, Specifications — Detailed description of materials to be used and color samples (when
colors do not match existing colors of the dwelling) must be submitted.

All buildings and structures erected within Desert Sunset, and the use and appearance of all land
within Desert Sunset, shall comply with all applicable City/County zoning and code
requirements as well as Desert Sunset’s Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&R’s) and
these Rules.
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Review — Approval and/or Disapproval

The Architectural Review Committee (“ARC”) shall have thirty (30) days after receipt of fully
completed plans by the management company to approve or disapprove plans.

Review and approval or disapproval will include, but not be limited to, consideration of material,
quality of workmanship, colors, consistency with the external design and color of existing
structures on the lot and on neighboring lots. The location of the improvement with respect to
topography and finished grade elevation will be considered.

Neither the ARC, nor the Board, nor the Declarant shall have a liability in connection with or
related to approved plans, specifications or improvements. The approval of the plans does not
mean that judgment is passed on the structural soundness of the addition nor its effect upon
existing or future drainage. The review of the plans is for aesthetic purposes only.

Approval Expiration
Construction must be started within 90 days of the approval date or the plans must be
resubmitted.

Construction Period
The Association expects continuing progress toward completed construction within six months.

Fines

Requests for Approval. In the event that improvements which require the submittal of a
“Request for Approval” form take place before approval by the ARC or HOA Board, the
property owner will receive notification that approval is required. If after 10 days a completed
“Request for Approval” has not been received by the Association, a fine of $100.00 will be
assessed. If after 30 days the property owner fails to submit a Request for Approval, the
Association’s standard fines shall begin to accrue until such time as a Request for Approval is
received (see below).

Non-compliance and Standard Fines. Failure to adhere to any portion of the Association’s
CC&R’s will result in written notification of non-compliance. In that notification, a property
owner will be required to correct the violation within the time frame specified in the notice. The
time period for correction shall be stated in the notification in accordance with the Association’s
current violation and fine policies, which may be revised by the Board from time to time. Fines
may be assessed for failure to take the required corrective action. Failure to submit a Request for
Approval form as noted above will result in the immediate assessment of fines after the
expiration of the time period described in that section.
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Appeal
Appeal of the ARC’s decision must be submitted in writing to the Board of Directors within 30
days following the date of mailing of the ARC’s decision.

PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF CONSTRUCTION OR INSTALL, ALL PLANS MUST
BE SUBMITTED TO THE ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE. APPROVAL TO
PROCEED SHALL BE REQUIRED IN WRITING FROM THE ARC. FOLLOWING THESE
RULES DOES NOT ELIMINATE THE NEED FOR SUBMISSION OF PLANS (EXCEPT AS
NOTED).

DESIGN GUIDELINES

EXCEPT as specifically noted in these Rules, all improvements which are Visible From
Neighboring Property (as defined in the CC&R’s) shall be submitted in writing to the
Architectural Review Committee for approval. In addition to those items specifically stated
within these Rules, this shall include, but not be limited to, awnings, wrought iron window bars,
roll shutters, sidewalks, paving stones or other improvements.

Antennas and Satellite Dishes
The preferred installation locations are as follows in descending order of preference:

1. A location in the back yard of the Lot where the receiver will be screened from
view by landscaping or other improvements;

2. An unscreened location in the back yard of the Lot;

3. On the roof, but below the roof line;

4, A location in the side yard of the Lot where the receiver and any pole or mast will
be screened from view by landscaping or other improvements;

5. On the roof above the roof line;

6. An unscreened location in the side yard.

Antennas and dishes (and poles/masts) shall be painted in a fashion to blend into the background
against which it is mounted, provided that such painting will not interfere with reception. The
ARC reserves the right to conduct a final inspection and stipulate requirements to screen the
receiver.

Awnings

Awnings over windows shall be (1) canvas, (2) a solid color matching the exterior body or roof
color on the home, (3) the same color on the inside and exterior face and (4) installed only on the
side and rear of the home. A minimum five-year guarantee is expected from the manufacturer to
insure a high quality awning. When submitting, be sure to include the manufacturer, sample
color swatch, type and number of years’ guarantee for approval prior to installation. Owner is
responsible for maintenance and repair of awnings. Association retains the right to determine
when an awning must be repaired or replaced.
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Basketball Goals or Similar Structure See CC&R’s Section 6.23

A basketball goal or similar structure or device, whether permanent or portable (which remains
visible while in use) shall be installed on the “interior” side of the driveway if located in the front
yard and on the “interior” of the Lot in the rear yard. Basketball goals attached to the front of the
home are prohibited. In addition, the following guidelines should be met:

1. Goals must be at least five feet from the rear property line.

2. Goals must be at least ten feet from any part of the house, including patio covers
and bay windows.

3. Goals must be at least five feet from all side lot lines and within a line extending
from the side walls of the house to the rear yard property line.

4, All goals must be maintained in a quality condition that will not detract from the

high quality of the community.

Children’s Play Structures See CC&R’s Section 6.27

Plans for children’s play structures must be submitted for approval because in most instances
they protrude over the fence. This requirement is not intended to preclude play structures, but to
assure that nothing unsightly is erected.

1. Play structures may not be more than 8.5 feet above ground level, excluding
awnings.

2. Canvas awnings should be of an approved color coordinating with the color of the
dwelling stucco.

3. Wood may remain natural, be stained or must be painted to match the dwelling in
color.

4. The play structure can be placed no closer than five feet to neighboring lot lines.

5. The structure must be kept in quality condition that will not detract from the high

quality of the community.

Clothes Drying Facilities Please refer to Section 6.12 of the CC&R’s for information regarding
the installation of clothes drying facilities.

Decorative Items

Decorative items do not require ARC approval; however, the Board reserves the right to require
the removal of decorative items (including, but not limited to, seasonal or decorative flags, pots,
urns, metalwork, benches or other similar items) in front yards based on size, quantity, color,
location and any other criteria that the Board may determine. Decorative items must be
maintained in good condition at all times. Torn, cracked, faded, or otherwise damaged items
must be removed promptly.

Holiday displays, including but not limited to lighting, figurines, or other such decorations must

be removed within 30 days following the celebrated holiday. Per the CC&R’s Section 6.10,
displays may not incorporate exterior speakers, horns, whistles, bells, or other sound devices.
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Driveways/Sidewalks

Additions, removals, or replacement of driveways and sidewalks provided by the builder (e.g.,
colored concrete, exposed aggregate, stamped concrete, etc.) must be submitted on the
landscaping plans with color specifications, etc., for approval. Parking is only allowed on paved
surfaces.

In most cases, driveways may be widened to a maximum of 30 feet, which will accommodate
three vehicles. Plans must include a plot plan of the existing Lot and the direction in which the
expansion is proposed. The exact measurements of the proposed paved surface must be stated in
the plan. Concrete driveway additions may be approved as long as the following criteria are met:

1. The proposed expanded concrete area shall include a minimum two (2) foot
landscape buffer between the new concrete and the neighboring property line.

2. The concrete surface shall be created at an angle from where it meets the existing
sidewalk to the final to the final width of the new concrete area as depicted on the
attached “Driveway Extension Requirements” exhibit (Exhibit D).

3. The amount of concrete to be added does not cause greater than 50% of the front
yard to be paved.

4. Driveway additions must be adjacent to the existing driveway. A driveway
addition will not be permitted on the opposite side of the yard for a secondary
gate.

Fences/Walls (including Decorative Walls)

Plans for new fences or walls or additions to existing structures must be submitted to the ARC
for approval prior to construction (this includes decorative walls). Decorative walls in the front
yard are limited to a maximum height of 3 feet. Stucco and paint must match the existing
dwelling in texture and color.

Flags/Flagpoles See CC&R’s Section 6.24

U.S. or Arizona State flags which are house mounted below the roof line do not require approval.
Freestanding flagpoles require ARC approval, and shall be limited to a height of twenty (20)
feet. Flags shall be of a reasonable size, as determined by the ARC. All flags must be hung and
maintained in accordance with the United States Flag Code.
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Gates

Double gates may be installed at Desert Sunset to allow wider access to back yards (please
review Section 6.9 and Section 6.22 of the CC&R’s regarding vehicles). Double gates should be
of the same type, design and color as the originally installed single gates. Shrubs, trees or other
plants should be located between the house and the double gates, where possible.

The installation of gates from individual residential lots to common areas is prohibited.

When gates are in need of maintenance, homeowners with wrought iron gates with wood inserts
must paint the wrought iron to match its original color and must maintain the wood in its natural
color.

Gazebos See CC&R’s Section 6.25

Gazebos must be submitted for approval. If the gazebo exceeds the height of the surrounding
wall(s) or fence(s), the roof of the gazebo shall match the color and material of the roof of the
home or be comprised of natural, treated wood. The exterior finish of the gazebo shall match the
material, texture and color of the home, or be comprised of natural, treated wood.

Gutters and Downspouts

Gutters and downspouts may be considered for approval. The finish must match the dwelling in
color. High-quality materials that offer long life are recommended as the homeowner will be
required to maintain the addition in good repair. Plans must include the proposed locations of
the gutters and downspouts, the quality of materials to be used, warranty by the manufacturer
and the name and phone number of the installer.

HVAC

All units shall be ground mounted, located within the perimeter of the rear yard and screened or
concealed from view of residential neighboring property or public property. Replacement of
original units placed in the same location and of the same size as the original need not be
approved.

Lighting

The ARC must approve lighting, other than low voltage “Malibu-style” landscape lights. The
following outlines the minimum standards for lighting:

1. Lighting shall be shielded in a manner that the light shines primarily on the Lot on
which it is installed. Lights that create glare visible from other lots are prohibited.

2. Outside, ground lights should be screened whenever possible with walls, plant
material or internal shielding.
3. High quality materials that offer long life are recommended, as the homeowner

will be required to maintain the addition in good repair.
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Machinery & Equipment See CC&R’s Section 6.13

No machinery, fixtures or equipment of any type, including but not limited to heating, air
conditioning, refrigeration equipment, clotheslines or other outside facilities for drying or airing
clothing (See CC&R’s Section 6.12) may be placed on any Lot without screening or
concealment from view of residential neighboring property or public property. Oil pans, carpet,
boards or any other object used to collect oil spills from driveways must be removed when not in
use so as to not be visible.

Paint Colors

Prior to the painting of any walls, the home, or any other visible improvements in any color,
including repainting the original color of the improvements (excepting the repainting of a surface
to cover patching, repairs or graffiti to match the surrounding surfaces), the ARC must approve
the proposed colors. The colors selected must be in keeping with the standard community color
scheme provided by the builder. Block walls, which are visible to neighboring properties, shall
always be painted the same color as the main body color on the home.

The proposed paint color(s) shall be provided in the form of 6” x 6” painted samples of each
proposed color on a material such as cardboard, cardstock, etc.

In the event the home is being painted, at least two different color schemes for the home shall be
presented to the ARC. Each scheme shall consist of one paint color for the body of the home and
a different paint color for the trim; two colors shall be the maximum on any home. Samples of
each color shall be provided as noted above. The ARC may approve one color scheme over the
other, or may approve both proposed color schemes.

Patio Covers
Roofing materials should match those which were installed by the builder within the subdivision
that these Rules govern. Color of supports and material should match the color of the body or

trim of the home.

Pools and Spas

Pools and spas do not require the prior approval of the ARC. Perimeter walls on lots bordering
common areas and shared Association walls may not be torn down to allow access to rear yards.
Access must be gained by removing a portion of the front wall on the side of the home. Repairs
to the wall must be completed within a timely fashion and include repairing the wall to match the
texture and color of the remaining wall. All pool and spa equipment must be screened from view
of the neighboring property. Any pool structure (i.e., slide equipment) which is visible from
neighboring property must be submitted to the ARC for approval.
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Property Lines

In locations where improvements (including but not limited to landscape borders, walls or
fences) are intended to be installed along the property line, the homeowner shall obtain written
approval of the homeowner of the neighboring lot for such improvement.

Homeowners who install plant material, including but not limited to turf, groundcovers, trees,
shrubs, etc., shall be required to limit the growth of such materials over the property line through
pruning of such materials, unless the adjacent homeowner allows such overgrowth. In no event
shall grass be permitted to invade adjacent landscaped areas.

Roof and Roof Structures See CC&R’s Section 6.5

Asphalt shingles are expressly prohibited unless used by the builder on the original roof of the
home. Roofing materials must be the same as those used by the builder on the original roof of
the home. Roof colors shall not produce glare, such as white, light colored aluminum or a
reflective surface.

All vent pipe stacks, gutters, flues and any other equipment protruding above the plane of the
roof and visible from neighboring properties shall be painted and/or screened to match the roof.
No roof mounted equipment of any kind including, but not limited to, solar collectors,
evaporative coolers, air conditioners and ventilating systems shall be permitted without the
written approval of the ARC.

Sanitation See CC&R’s Section 6.11

No garbage or trash can may be placed on any Lot except in covered containers meeting the City
specifications, and must be stored out of sight or attractively screened and camouflaged in such
manner as to conceal them from neighboring lots, dwelling units, property, roads or streets
(except during reasonable periods to allow for collection by the appropriate municipal or private
sanitation service). The installation of such concealment areas must be approved in writing by
the ARC. Rubbish, debris and garbage shall not be allowed to accumulate. No garbage or trash
container shall be kept or placed on any grass or other landscaped area. Containers which have
approved screening areas must be placed on a concrete base (poured concrete or pavers are
acceptable). Each owner shall be responsible for removal of rubbish, debris and garbage from
not only his Lot, but also from all public right-of-ways either fronting or along side his Lot,
excluding (a) public roadway improvements and (b) those areas specified on the subdivision plat
to be maintained by the City or Association.

Screen Doors/Security Doors

Need to be submitted for approval. They need to be painted to match the exterior color of the
home’s stucco body/trim or its window frames. Silver-colored aluminum screen doors are
prohibited. Ornamental screen/security doors require approval from the ARC.
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Signs See CC&R’s Section 6.15

No signs whatsoever (including, but not limited to, commercial, advertising, political or similar
signs) shall be placed on any Lot (including signs erected on the inside or outside of windows)
except the following:

1. Signs used to advertise the Lots and residence thereon for sale.

2. One temporary “For Sale” or “For Rent” sign with a maximum face area of five
(5) square feet.

3. Such signs as may be required by law.

4, One residential identification sign with a maximum face area of eighty (80)
square inches.

5. One security sign as described in that section of these Rules.

6. One political sign as described in that section of these Rules.

7. Signs approved by the ARC.

All signs shall conform and comply with City ordinances. Signs advertising landscaping or pool
contractors, etc., must be removed within forty-eight (48) hours of completion of work.

Security Signs

One (1) security sign may be displayed on each Lot. Security signs must be located a maximum
distance of two (2) feet from the front of the home. Security signs must not exceed 12 inches by
12 inches, and must be maintained in good condition at all times.

Political Signs

Members may display a “political sign” 45 days before an election and 7 days after an election.
The display may be indoors or outdoors. The display must be on the members’ lot; no political
display may be placed at any time in the common areas.

A political sign is defined as a sign that attempts to influence the election of a public officer or
attempts to influence a public measure, a proposition or the recall of a public officer.

The maximum size of any political sign is six (6) square feet. One sign for each candidate or
ballot measure is permitted per street frontage.
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Solar Panels

Solar collecting panels and devices may be placed, constructed or maintained upon any Lot
within the Property (including upon the roof of any structure upon any Lot), so long as either:
(a) such solar collecting panels and devices are placed, constructed and maintained so as not to
be visible from ground level view from adjacent properties; or (b) such solar collecting panels
and devices are placed, constructed or maintained in such location(s) and with such means of
screening and concealment as the ARC may reasonably deem appropriate to limit, to the extent
possible, the visual impact of such solar collecting panels and devices when visible from ground
level.

Storage Sheds See CC&R’s Section 6.26

Storage sheds will need to be submitted for approval. They should not exceed the maximum
height of the immediately surrounding wall(s) or fence(s) and should be screened from view of
all common areas. Materials used to construct the walls of the storage shed must match in color
the materials used by the developer in the original construction of the home. If the shed exceeds
the height of the immediately surrounding wall(s) or fence(s), the roof of the shed shall match
the color and material of the roof of the home.

Windows/Sun Screens

Permanent draperies or suitable window treatments shall be installed on all front facing windows
within thirty (30) days of occupancy. No reflective materials, including but not limited to,
aluminum foil, reflective screens or glass, mirrors or similar type material, shall be installed or
placed upon the outside or inside of any windows. Exterior window coverings or treatments
used to shelf or decorate openings must be compatible, with respect to materials and color, with
the style and color of the home.

Sunscreen which is bronze, gray, charcoal, brown, beige, or a color which matches the paint
color of the house is permitted. The frame for window screens must match the screen material or
existing window frames. All sunscreens must be submitted for approval.

MAINTENANCE

In accordance with section 9.3of the CC&R’s (Maintenance by Owners), each homeowner is
responsible for the maintenance, repair and replacement of all items on their property. This
includes, but is not limited to, all items listed under these rules, the home, walls, and/or any other
improvements which are Visible From Neighboring Property. The Board reserves the right to
notify homeowners who, in the reasonable opinion of the Board, fail to maintain their
improvements, and shall require any such homeowner to take corrective action as stated in
Section 9.5 of the CC&R’s (Nonperformance by Owners).
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LANDSCAPE RULES AND GUIDELINES

WITHIN NINETY (90) DAYS OF THE DATE OF CLOSING, THE OWNER OF A LOT
SHALL COMPLETE INSTALLATION AND IRRIGATION IMPROVEMENTS IN
COMPLIANCE WITH THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES AS ADOPTED AND AMENDED
FROM TIME TO TIME, IN THAT PORTION OF THE LOT WHICH IS BETWEEN THE
STREET ADJACENT TO THE LOT AND THE EXTERIOR WALL OF THE RESIDENTIAL
UNIT OR ANY WALL SEPARATING THE SIDE OR BACK YARD OF THE LOT FROM
THE FRONT YARD OF THE LOT.

PRIOR TO INSTALLATION OF THE LANDSCAPING, OWNER SHALL MAINTAIN THE
LOT IN A WEED-FREE CONDITION.

Minimum Landscape Requirements See CC&R’s Section 6.11

1. Front yard — One (15 gallon or greater) tree and at least five (5) shrubs, groundcovers
or other plants (5 gallon or greater). Organic or inorganic ground cover shall be
installed in combination to produce an aesthetically pleasing design. No bare earth
will be permitted. Underground irrigation is required for all plant material.

2. Drainage is required per drainage plans for the Lot.

Hardscape

Any hardscape items proposed for front yard landscaping must be submitted to the ARC and will
require approval of the ARC and Board of Directors. Only hardscape items that will be visible
from neighboring property in the rear yard will require approval. Materials included in
hardscape are concrete, brick, stone, tile, wood, etc. Examples of hardscape items are planters,
walkways, block walls, fences, retaining walls, decorative walls and fountains. All turf areas
shall be kept neatly mowed, trimmed away from bordering landscape materials (sidewalks,
gravel areas, etc.) and be maintained at all times in a weed-free condition

Where landscaped areas transition from one material to the next, such as where turf borders
granite, a separate bordering material such as brick or concrete shall be installed to prevent the
migration of materials into the adjoining landscape area. This shall include the bordering of turf
and granite at property lines. While highly encouraged by the Association, no border is required
between two colors of the same material (i.e., two adjoining colors of granite).
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Turf
All turf shall be overseeded and green year-round. Turf coverage should comply with any
applicable City/County ordinances. Astro-Turf is not permitted in the front yard.

Turf areas shall be surrounded by a solid bordering material such as brick or concrete to prevent
the invasion of adjacent areas. It is not permitted to allow the invasion of grass into surrounding
landscape materials. Turf shall be maintained in a weed free and presentable condition at all
times.

Irrigation

Exposed timer boxes, cabling, and conduit located in the front yard, and/or visible from the
street, must be painted to match the color of the house.

No PVC, polyvinyl tubing, or other irrigation media should be visible. It should be covered by
turf, rock ground cover, or other approved landscaping. Dripper heads and up to 2 feet in length
of tubing ¥ inch or less in diameter may remain visible. All other irrigation media shall be
concealed.

Rock Ground Cover

If decomposed granite or other landscape rock is used, it must be of an “earth tone” or “natural”
color and not white, blue, green or other bright or artificial colors. Artificially colored rock(s) or
granite is prohibited. All rock areas are recommended to be treated with a pre-emergent weed-
control at regular intervals and be maintained at all times in a weed-free condition. Planting
liners are discouraged.

River rock shall be three (3) to six (6) inches in diameter. Not more than ten percent (10%) of
the front yard landscape may be river rock.

Prohibited Plant Material

The following vegetation types and varieties are expressly prohibited:

1. Olive trees (Olea europaea) other than a hybrid, non-fruit bearing variety.

2. Oleanders (Nerium oleander) other than the dwarf variety and Thevetia (Thevetia
species).

3. Fountain grass (Pennesthus sataceum) or Pampas grass (Cortanderia selloanna).

4. All varieties of Citrus are permissible within the confines of the rear yard only.

5. Mexican Palo Verde (Parkinsonia aculeatea).

6. All varieties of Mulberry trees.
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Fine Grading and Mounding

Fine grading is a critical aspect of landscaping. Each Lot has been graded such that all water
will drain away from the house. It is important that this drainage pattern be maintained when
preparing the landscape design, especially if mounding or berming is proposed. In all cases, the
installation must comply with the City/County grading and drainage plan. Every effort should be
made to make mounding appear natural.

Water Features, Statuary, Etc.

Items such as fountains, statuary, etc., which remain below the fence line, are permissible within
the rear yard and do not require submittal to the ARC. Such items must be approved by the ARC
for installation in the front yard and in the rear yard when visible above the fence line. It is
recommended that water features be chlorinated. The ARC reserves the right to limit the size
and quantity of such items in the front yard. All electrical, plumbing or other boxes serving such
items shall be composed of durable materials and shall be screened from view. All decorative
water features in the front yard must contain water, be in working order at all times, free of
algae, debris and dirt, and must run a minimum of six (6) hours per day. All water features in
rear yards must either be in good working order and be run at least six (6) hours per day, or be
empty of all water when not run daily.

If there is any inconsistency between the Rules and the CC&R’s, the CC&R’s shall prevail.
All architectural approvals will be conditioned upon compliance with City codes.

EXTERIOR ALTERATION OR ADDITION TO THEIR PROPERTY.

PLEASE COMPLETE THIS FORM AND ATTACH A DETAILED DRAWING OR BLUEPRINT OF
THE PROPOSED ALTERATION OR ADDITION. THE DRAWING SHOULD CONTAIN
